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Certain Remarkable shifts happened for GVePS in the year 2012-13, from its conventional role as an implementing agency, on the thrust areas of health. GVePS is now trying to promote skill building and entrepreneurship development by entering into partnership with FVTRS and Women and Social Justice Department. 
While the partnerships with existing partners were more deepened, as the Targeted Intervention (TI) project in Sikar district is proposed to be a learning site by NACCO and Rajasthan AIDS Control Society. 

Community care centre has been a great success and caters patients from Bikaner districts in the vicinity and states of Punjab and Haryana too. With a heavy heart we will be bidding a farewell to CCC as the project will be completed on 31/March/2013. 

GVePS has been grateful to all its stakeholders both internal and outside- who have been extending cooperation in our endeavours to see the sun. We are very grateful to Rajasthan State AIDS control society, NACCO, HLFPPT, Women and Social Justice Department and Ministry of Environment New Delhi, for their funding and various strategic support in various ways. The board and the advisory committee has been very effectively guiding us and it was their support which took GVePS on different paths.

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Project Activities:

Health 
Targeted Intervention HIV/AIDS in Sikar District: 
With the objective to provide awareness on AIDS, a programme was initiated in April 2005 with the support of Rajasthan State AIDS Control Society, Jaipur in the Sikar district. The programme is implemented every year by GVEPS. This year the target group for the programme was 400 Female Sex Worker (FSW) and 200 Men having sex with men (MSM). With the regular efforts of the organisation there has been a sharp decline in the AIDS patients. Looking at the milestones achieved by the organisation NACCO and Rajasthan AIDS control society wants to work in the direction to develop our intervention area as a “Learning Site”.
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Under the programme the organisation has conducted some IEC activities such as: Condom presentation, testing and treatment of AIDS patients and treatment of various sexually transmitting diseases. The organisation provides testing facility to FSW and MSM. Along with the treatment the interventions also include counselling and legal assistance. During the year as a part of IEC material distribution, under the condom distribution head, three kinds of stickers were provided. The organisation also published a brochure providing information on the use of condoms, sexual diseases on men and women. 
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Sexual and reproductive health:
In the district of Sikar the Target Intervention project has a reference with Community Sex Worker.  The sex workers work with women on the reproductive health programme. The programme aims at information dissemination and creating awareness on the reproductive health issues. In the nutrition programme, awareness creation is done though counselling, for women and men (couples) on reproductive health, sexual transmitting diseases (STDs) and information is disseminated on treatment related to sexual transmitting diseases. Along with the same counselling is done for neonatal and children vaccination and how to take care of pregnant women.
Community Care Centre:
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For the look after and treatment of AIDS patients, in the Bikaner district headquarter a “Jeevan Prakash Community Care centre” was established with the support of HLFPPT.  After the Anti Retroviral Therapy (ART) the patients are sent to ART centre for counselling and look after.  The centre provides free medicine, food and Psychiatric counselling for the patients, to make sure that the person does not give up and has a positive approach and motivation towards life.

This centre not only caters for patients of Bikaner, Ganganagar, Hanumangarh, Churu, Nagaur districts but provides assistance to patients from states of Punjab and Haryana.  The centre has registered more than 1700 patients till 31/March/2013. The centre is been given Grade “A” by NACCO for its services, in the current financial year. As per the new guidelines from NACCO, CCC will be converted to RCCC, and the programme will be completed all over India on 31/March/ 2013.
Adolescent Girl Health Programme:
Under the Targeted Intervention programme, other than the targeted population, AIDS awareness activities were conducted in schools of Sikar District. Girls above 14 years were given awareness and education on AIDS, puberty and adolescence health related issues.
 SABLA Programme:
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In the month of February, with the support of Women and Social Justice Department, a programme was initiated with the objective to provide Life Skills, to girls in the age-group 11 to 18. The programme will be implemented in the north eastern part of Jaipur town covering 549 girls.
The programme aims at covering girls who have never been to school or are school dropout, which are in the age group of 11-18 years and aims at providing life skills and health related education. The programmes coves 185 Anganwadi centres, and reaches the grass root through monthly meeting and capacity building of Asha, Anganwadi worker and women supervisor through training.
Income Generation Activities.  

Skill Building Programme for livelihood generation in rural areas of Dausa district in Rajasthan. 
With the support of FVTRS and European Union, in month of June 2011 to May 2012, a training programme was organised in Dausa district. The main objective of the project was to provide skill traning for youth in the age group 18-35 years, who have never been to school or are school dropout. During the project 109 women and men were provided skill training for livelihood enhancement and entrepreneurship development. The training was completed covering 3 trades of Stitching and [image: image9.jpg]


garment making, Photographer and Videographer and Basic beautician. The training programme was conducted in 4 batches. 
With the completion of the project more than 90% have started their micro enterprises. All the trainees are earning Rs 2000 to 6000 per month.  During the implementation of the programme Entrepreneurship Development Programme is conducted and various trainers from Bank and District Industries association are invited. 

Environment
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With the objective of Environment conservation, every year a programme is organised with the support of Ministry of Environment, New Delhi. This year a programme was organised twice a year with the name of “National Environment Awareness Campaign”. Under the programme women awareness camps were organised at Udawala. Along with the same alive diversity register was prepared for five villages and 50 medicinal plants were also collected and documented.
