The team has got sufficient capacity building inputs from various sources. GVePS has got a small team of committed grassroots workers along with a cadre of volunteers. Health
Community Care Centre
Jeevan Prakash Community Care Centre was established in Bikaner with the financial support of HLFPPT in the year 2008. HIV positive person used to visit this center for care and counseling after they are on ART.  Positive counseling is provided to HIV positive person with free medication and nutrition to boost his/her morale and to keep his/her attitude positive towards life. HIV positive person from Punjab and Haryana apart from Bikaner, Ganganagar, Hanumangarh, Churu and Nagaur districts also used to visit this center. Total 1056 HIV positive person have been enrolled at this centre till 31st March 2011
Targeted Intervention HIV/AIDs in Sikar District 
Targeted intervention on HIV/AIDS in Sikar is being implemented since April, 2005 in collaboration of Rajasthan State AIDS Control Society with objective of creating awareness and prevention from HIV/AIDS. This year 2010-11, services on awareness generation, counseling and treatment is being provided to 400 FSW and 200 MSM through this project. 

Activities like awareness generation, diagnosis and treatment of STIs, testing of HIV, networking and advocacy, providing legal services to target population were implemented under the project. SHG groups are also formed in project area. This year RMC test was conducted for 911 FSWs and 405 MSMs. Similarly 431 FSWs and 156 MSMs were tested at ICTC. IEC materials on Sexually Transmitted Diseases and Condom use was also developed and distributed in project area. 
Targeted Intervention with Migrants in Jaipur District
State Capital of Rajasthan, Jaipur provides employment to migrants from West Bengal, Bihar, Orissa and Uttar Pradesh. A large number of migrants from Madhya Pradesh and Gujrat also used to come to Jaipur for employment and better earning. Targeted Intervention in Jaipur was started in Nov. 2008 with a target population of 5000 to raise awareness on HIV/AIDS among people coming to Jaipur from different places. Project aims to raise awareness about HIV/AIDS among migrant workers. Health Check up is carried out with Health Awareness camps. Condom outlets are also opened for migrants. After counseling migrants are sent to Integrated Counseling and Testing Center for test and if found positive, Anti Retro Viral Treatment is started from ART center. IEC materials on Sexually Transmitted Diseases and Condom use was also developed and distributed in project area. The target population will increase to 10000 from next May.  
 Women Empowerment Programme 
Campaign against Female Feticide
Female foeticide is a big social problem. Organization has release two stickers on this social problem in the year 2007. Organization again printed the one sticker this sticker to make people aware about the problem of female foeticide. Organization also launched a 15 days campaign on domestic violence from 15th November to 30 November 2010. Activities like women awareness camps, rally and memorandum submission to District Collector were organized.  
Income Generation Activities
Organization supported the SHGs by providing them a revolving fund of INR 1 lac. This loan was provided to 3 SHGs and 2 individuals. 


Environment
Organic Farming
Organization has implemented different projects in previous years to promote sustainable agriculture. This year organization has organized awareness camps on organic farming to promote organic farming practices and horticulture in its project implementation area.
National Environmental Awareness Campaign
National Environment Awareness Campaign is implemented every year with support of Ministry of Environment and Forest (MoEF) with objective of promotion of Environment Conservation. Women awareness camp was organized in Udawla. Bio- diversity register was also compiled for 5 villages. Documentation of 50 medicinal plant was also carried out under the campaign.  

Education
Campaign on Quality Education 
Organization carried out an informal study at 50 schools of 8 gram panchayat of Jamwaramgarh panchyat samiti. 2 schools from each gram panchayat was studied on status of quality education and a work plan was also prepared with teachers, students, villagers and public representatives.   

Other Programme
Speak out Make Trade fair
Organization has organized street plays, consultations and rallies in 8 schools and 8 villages under Make Trade Fair campaign to eradicate poverty. This campaign is being organized with support of Cecoedecon, Jaipur and Oxfam trust since last 6 years.
