In response to the grim situation of natural resources and human development in the rural areas of district Dausa, some young volunteers’ along with Mr. Harishankar Sharma initiated developmental activities in one village. Initially the activities that the group had undertaken were related to welfare of the persons living at margins particularly the ST and SC population, which contributes a substantial part in the area’s population. Gradually, the group expanded the scope of its activities in the areas of   women development, education, social advocacy and natural resources management under the aegis of the newly formed society named Gramin Vikas evem Paryavaran Sanstha – GVePS. Over the years different donors including both the domestic and the international have shown keen interest in organization’s endeavors and supported the organization in multiple ways. The team has got sufficient capacity building inputs from various sources. GVePS has got a small team of committed grassroots workers along with a cadre of volunteers. GVePS as an organization strongly believes in the peoples power and democratic processes.

                                    HEALTH
Targeted Intervention HIV/AIDs in Sikar District
In 2005 with the financial help of Rajasthan State Aids Control Society, we have started this program to spread the awareness of Aids in Sikar district. Society is still working for the program. This year society had a target of 400 and 200.
Society’s continuous working has reduced the number of Aids patient in the project area.
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      The following activities have been performed under this program like condom distribution, treatment of Aids patient, sexual diseases have been treated. Society has given treatment to FSW and MSM also provided them medical advice and facility with legal help. This year society have published 3 types of sticker under condom promotion & condom use and one brochure for male and female sexual diseases during IEC activities.
Targeted Intervention with Migrants in Jaipur District
 As per one survey the number of migrants in Jaipur is more than one lakh. Most of the migrants come from West Bengal, Bihar, Orissa, and Uttar Pradesh for better living. Except this people from Madhya Pradesh and Gujarat also come to Jaipur for livelihood.
    Migrants work in factories in different locations of Jaipur like Jhotwara, VKI, Kukas, Bagru, Sodala. 98% of them live alone. Their age is between 18-48 years.
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Their alone and long residing results in sexual relationship with the sex workers. As a consequences of which the chances of HIV/AIDS increases.

        Society has started working with Targeted intervention with migrants in Jaipur from 2008 – Program has been implemented with the help of Rajasthan State AIDS control society. In this financial year society have been allotted 1000 target migrants.
        Society have registered 11345 migrants and spread awareness among them.

And they have been educated for regular checkup of HIV at health camps at different ICTC centers. They have been provided with free checkup and medicines in these health camps. At different locations of program condom depot have been opened for the migrants.
 ART is started at ART center for positive found migrants. This year society has published IEC material on sexual disease and condom use for the targeted group.

Reproductive Health

In Sikar district society’s TI program context has been migrants. Reproductive health program have been started with migrant females. During this program reproductive awareness have been spread. Under the nutrition program society have spread awareness to couples for reproductive and child & mother health. 
 Community Care Centre
 In 2008 in Bikaner district for the treatment of AIDS patient a jeevan prakash community care center have been established with the financial help of HLFPPT. After the start of ART, ART patients have been sent here for advice and treatment. At these centers free medicines and food with mental support is provided to AIDS patient so that it provides them with positive energy for living. At these centers patients come from Bikaner, Ganganagar, Churu, Nagaur, Punjab, and Haryana. 
At this center 1540 patients have been registered till 31st March 2011.

Society is going to start vocational training for this program in the coming year.
Adolescent Girl Health Programme :-

In sikar district except TI program in targeted group AIDS awareness have been spread in schools through activities. Through this teenagers of 14 years or more have been provided with AIDS awareness and youth health.
 Women Empowerment Programme
Campaign against Female Feticide

Female feticide is a social evil. Society had launched 2 stickers for female feticide last year. This year society have organized  awareness camps with other stake holders in Dausa, Jaipur and Sikar districts except the target group areas.
For this meetings have been organized in different areas.

Income Generation Activities
Skill building program for livelihood generation in rural areas of Dausa district in Rajasthan
School dropouts of 18-35 years because of no skills have less availability of jobs, so they have to do labor for livelihood. Were as this age group has extraordinary ability. If they are provided training of their interest field then they have better ways of opportunity. They work at some one else’s place or start their own business. 
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         Society have facilitated Vocational and Skill training in 3 trades for school dropout youths of 18-35 years of age for better job opportunity with the help of FVTRS and European Union from June 2011 to May 2012 for 100 male-female in
1. Stitching and Garment Making

2. Photography-videography

3. Four batches of Beautician course

90% of them started their own business after training. They earn 2000-6000Rs. per month. While training they have been educated for entrepreneurship. During their training they visited banks and district industries for better practical knowledge.
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
