In response to the grim situation of natural resources and human development in the rural areas of district Dausa, some young volunteers’ along with Mr. Harishankar Sharma initiated developmental activities in one village. Initially the activities that the group had undertaken were related to welfare of the persons living at margins particularly the ST and SC population, which contributes a substantial part in the area’s population. Gradually, the group expanded the scope of its activities in the areas of   women development, education, social advocacy and natural resources management under the aegis of the newly formed society named Gramin Vikas evem Paryavaran Sanstha – GVePS. Over the years different donors including both the domestic and the international have shown keen interest in organization’s endeavors and supported the organization in multiple ways. The team has got sufficient capacity building inputs from various sources. GVePS has got a small team of committed grassroots workers along with a cadre of volunteers. GVePS as an organization strongly believes in the peoples power and democratic processes.

HEALTH

Community Care Centre 

Community Care Centre was established in June 2008 with financial support of Hindustan Latex Family Planning Promotion Trust to provide care, support and treatment facilities to HIV positive persons at district head quarter of Bikaner district. HIV Positive person from Bikaner zone and nearby state like Haryana and Punjab used to visit the center to seek services related to HIV prevention and care. Till March 2010, total 705 HIV positive people are enrolled with this centre.  

Every year an annual evaluation is carried out by NACO and PFI and this center was found the best center among all. 

Targeted Intervention in Sikar

Targeted intervention on HIV/AIDS in Sikar is being implemented since April, 2005 in collaboration of Rajasthan State AIDS Control Society with objective of creating awareness and prevention from HIV/AIDS. This year 2009-10, services on awareness generation, counseling and treatment is being provided to 400 FSW and 100 MSM through this project. Activities like awareness generation, diagnosis and treatment of STIs, testing of HIV, networking and advocacy, providing legal services to target population were implemented under the project. 
Coordination among NGOs and government agencies was very good for implementation of all project activities. Team of World bank reviewed the project progress and they appreciated the project achievements. 

Targeted Intervention with Migrants in Jaipur      

Targeted Intervention in Jaipur was started in Nov. 2008 to raise awareness on HIV/AIDS among people coming to Jaipur from different places. A target of 5000 migrants was provided by RSACS but presently organization is successfully implementing the activities like awareness generation, counseling on HIV/AIDS, Condom distribution, and networking & advocacy in the project area.   

Women Reproductive Health

Women reproductive health camps were organized in 20 villages of Sikar district. In sikar district about 1 lac men used to migrate to Gulf countries for employment purposes and reproductive health camps were organized for their women. 

PPT STI Doctor’s Training

A training program was organized to train all doctors associated with targeted intervention projects throughout Rajasthan. 

WOMEN EMPOWERMENT

Fellowship for education of daughter’s of Widows

Organization has started a self sponsored fellowship program to educate the daughters of widows. This fellowship will help in educating the daughter’s of widow who otherwise won’t be able to continue the education due to financial crisis.

Organization is also planning to organize a fund raising drive to identify sponsor for this fellowship in the month of November. 

Self Help Groups  

Organization is running Self Help Groups in project intervention area of Sikar and Jaipur district.

ENVIRONMENT

National Environment Awareness Campaign

National Environment Awareness Campaign is implemented every year with support of Ministry of Environment and Forest (MoEF) with objective of promotion of Environment Conservation. Women awareness camp, student rally and competitions were organized at gram panchayat level. 

Organic farming and horticulture   

Organization has organized awareness camps on organic farming to promote organic farming practices and horticulture in its project implementation area.
